Statement by Botswana during the Review of INDIA at the 13th Session of the Universal Periodic Review 

(24 May 2012, Geneva)

Madam President,

Botswana welcomes the delegation of India to this 13th Session of the Universal Periodic Review. My delegation also joins other speakers in congratulating India for the comprehensive and excellent report presented before us today.

Botswana commends India for the efforts and initiatives taken since their first review. Notable among these are judicial pronouncements undertaken, such as:
