Questions-Recommendations by Greece
Thank you Madam President,


Greece would like to warmly welcome the delegation of India to the 13th session of the UPR Working Group. We recognise that the country has made great efforts to implement most recommendations submitted during the first cycle.


We have the following questions and recommendations:

1. India is one of the largest countries and we fully understand that, as a consequence, many problems can arise. We see with great interest the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act under which the right to work has been enhanced. We would like to have more information on this Act and its implementation and we recommend that you continue your efforts to further spread in the country this model of rural growth. 

2. India has been in the forefront of information technology and we were happy to see that the right to information is also guaranteed on the legislative level. We would like to know how the Right to Information Act has been implemented so far, what were the results and how this Act contributed to the promotion and protection of human rights.

3. Finally, we recognize your efforts to promote children’s rights and we deem very important the Right to Education Act of 2009. We would like to have more information on the results of this Act, after its implementation, and we recommend that you further promote children’s right to education.
