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In the name of God, the Compassionate, the Merciful,
Madam President,

We would like to draw the attention of this august Working Group to the Compilation Report submitted to it which, among others, OHCHR raised concerns and revealed continued cases of violation of human rights in UK, the Government non-compliance with its international obligations, as well as growing discriminatory treatment, prejudices and negative stereotypes, resulted in racial discrimination or incitement to racial hatred against Migrants, Muslims and Black British people. 
We also alarmed at the reliable reports indicating that the UK is complicit in the secret detention of persons and their torture or punishment in detention facilities in Afghanistan and Iraq.

Accordingly, we recommend UK to:

· adopt and implement concrete plan of action realizing recommendations of treaty bodies and special reporters of UN human rights mechanism and its international human rights obligations,
· establish immediate means of redress and protection of rights of ethno-religious minorities and migrants in particular Muslims,

· accede to the International Convention on Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families,

· accept the full implementation of the provisions of the Convention against Torture and the ICCPRs in overseas territories under its control,

· facilitate the access of the ICRC to its prisons,

· withdraw its reservation and interpretative statement with respect to article 4 of the ICERD,

· withdraw its reservations to the CRC concerning the detained children, refugees and asylum-seeking children,

· consider that any person detained by its armed forces is under its jurisdiction and respect its obligations concerning the human rights of such individuals,
· Strengthen guarantees for detained persons, and not to extend but to shorten the length of time of pre-trial detentions.
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
