COUNTRY UNDER REVIEW: INDONESIA

Intervention by Turkey

· Turkey welcomes Indonesia’s strong commitment to improving its human rights record and to implementing the international obligations on the matter.

· We are pleased to observe that the Indonesian Government’s sincere efforts towards promoting and protecting human rights continue to be fruitful, with the third phase of the National Human Rights Action Plan for the period of 2011-2014 already producing important progress.

· We deem the revision of the Penal Code vital to provide a more comprehensive and thorough legal basis for the implementation of Indonesia’s international obligations on the national level. We welcome the fact that this is one of Indonesia’s legislative priorities for the period ahead and recommend the pursuit of this goal.
· Turkey encourages Indonesia’s efforts of sharing best practices in the promotion and protection of human rights at the regional and multilateral level, particularly within ASEAN, which have led to the establishment of ASEAN Inter-Governmental Commission on Human Rights (AICHR) and ASEAN Commission on the Promotion and Protection of the Rights of Women and Children (ACWC).

· We commend Indonesia’s active role in promoting interfaith dialogue for the sake of religious tolerance and harmony. Turkey notably appreciates Indonesia’s valuable contribution in the framework of Alliance of Civilizations initiative that aims to improve understanding and cooperative relations among nations and peoples across cultures and religions.

· While recognizing the undeniable challenges that the country faces, especially the ones related to its geographical condition and cultural/ethnic diversity, Turkey wishes to make the following recommendations: 

· To continue to combat impunity, including by strengthening laws and regulations as well as their implementation;

· To ratify OPCAT.
