UPR 13 – Statement of the Czech Republic to Tunisia
The Czech Republic welcomes the delegation of Tunisia and would like to thank for presenting its report. 

The Czech Republic acknowledges the significant progress in the promotion and protection of human rights Tunisia has made recently, such as the ratification of the Optional Protocol to the CAT, fostering of the cooperation with UN Special Procedures, and the decision to withdraw the reservations to CEDAW. While recognizing the important legislative and institutional reforms, the Czech Republic would like to use the opportunity to make the following recommendations. 

The Czech Republic welcomes the current efforts of Tunisia to take supplementary measures to foster mechanisms to combat torture. We recommend Tunisia to expedite the establishment of an independent national mechanism for the prevention of torture and to bring the law on torture in line with international standards, including by repealing the statute of limitations.

Despite amendments to the press law, challenges to media freedom remain. The Czech Republic recommends to Tunisia to eliminate the provisions criminalizing defamation.
