Thailand welcomes the delegation of Ghana to the UPR Working Group today and thanks them for the updates on the implementation of the accepted recommendations from the first cycle.  

In terms of civil and political rights, we are pleased to learn of successful organizations of both presidential and parliamentary elections that have involved Commission on Human Rights and Administrative Justice and Electoral Commission as observers.  Such political stability certainly has helped foster sustainable promotion and protection of human rights.  We wish them success in the next presidential elections later this year.


Thailand welcomes other areas of progress in Ghana as well. We note its efforts to promote the right to education including raising literacy rates and access to education especially for girls in rural areas.  We also wish to highlight its ratification of the CRPD as well as its Mental Health Act 2012.  The Act is indeed a step forward to ensure rights of persons with disabilities, and we hope for its full implementation.  In addition, we commend achievements in Ghana to promote the right to health, especially those affected by HIV/AIDS through its National HIV Strategic Plan. Thailand stands ready to share experiences with Ghana in the HIV/AIDS prevention and care area.

We wish to propose two recommendations for its consideration.  First, to continue redistributing income from petroleum exports to improve well-beings of its population, including construction of basic infrastructure and housing for low-income population as well as public health programs.  Second, to continue its combat against the use of child labor, especially in the mining industry and cocoa production, including implementation of measures on their rehabilitation, reintegration, and education.
