Recommendations by Canada 

 

Japan

Question
In 2008, Japan accepted Canada's recommendation to continue to take measures to reduce the incidence of violence against women and children, inter alia, by ensuring that law enforcement officials receive human rights training, and to fund recovery and counselling centres for victims of violence. Canada notes the progress made in the area of human rights training as mentioned in the National report submitted by Japan to the Human Rights Council. Can the delegation of Japan describe the steps taken to improve the services and programs for victims of violence?

Recommendations
Canada recommends that Japan:

1.  Continue its efforts to finalize its ratification of the 1980 Hague Convention on the Civil Aspects of International Child Abduction. Canada acknowledges Japan’s progress to date in this regard, notably its development of domestic legislation for Diet approval, and encourages progress towards ratification and implementation to continue in a timely fashion. 

2.  Consider strengthening legislative protection from racial discrimination and discrimination based on sexual orientation.
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
