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Liechtenstein welcomes the distinguished delegation of Switzerland headed by H.E. … and wishes to thank for the valuable information that has been provided in the introductory statement as well as in the national report. 
When Switzerland presented its candidature for membership of the Human Rights Council, it pledged, inter alia, to “pursue its commitment to the Council’s role of preventing human rights violations, particularly through human rights education and training as well as transitional justice“. We would like to congratulate Switzerland on its constant efforts to honour its pleges as a member of this Council.
Liechtenstein commends Switzerland for its ratification of the Optional Protocol to CEDAW and for adopting a wide range of legislative measures, policies and programmes to strengthen gender equality and women’s rights, including the introduction of maternity leave with pay, as well as legal provisions and programmes to combat violence against and trafficking in women. Liechtenstein also welcomes the efforts of Switzerland in ensuring the realization of the rights of the child, including the right to education of every child, irrespective of its residence status. Liechtenstein wishes to recommend that Switzerland consider signing and ratifying the Optional Protocol to the CRC on a communications procedure. Liechtenstein also recommends that Switzerland establish an explicit ban on corporal punishment of children in the home.
Liechtenstein acknowledges Switzerland’s strong commitment to international justice and welcomes its pledge, made at the High-Level meeting on the Rule of Law on 24 September, to ratify the Kampala amendments to the Rome Statute of the ICC as soon as possible.
