The Republic of Moldova makes the following recommendations: 
1. Adopt temporary special measures in areas in which women are underrepresented and accelerate the advancement of women.
2. Prevent and eliminate child sex tourism and strengthen the international cooperation.
3. Enforce the legislation on trafficking; implement the action plan to combat human trafficking; investigate, prosecute and punish traffickers.
We wish Azerbaijan success in the implementation of the UPR 2nd cycle recommendations.
