Question

Canada welcomes the Chinese delegation and thanks them for their participation today.

Recommendations

Canada recommends that China:

· Take steps to ensure lawyers and individuals working to advance human rights can practice their profession freely, including by promptly investigating allegations of violence and intimidation impeding their work.

· Stop the prosecution and persecution of people for the practice of their religion or belief including Catholics, other Christians, Tibetans, Uyghurs, and Falun Gong, and set a date for the visit of the Special Rapporteur on Freedom of Religion or Belief.

· Release all people in administrative detention for political reasons including bishops, priests, artists, reporters, dissidents, people working to advance human rights, and their family members, and eliminate extra-judicial measures like forced disappearances.
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· Accelerate reform of the administrative justice system so that all persons have access to legal procedures of appeal.

· Implement measures to address the sex ratio imbalance in its population given the harm that occurs when many women and girls are missing, and put in place safeguards that ensure policies related to the family are consent-based. 

· Invite the UN Commission of Inquiry on North Korea to visit North-Eastern China to meet officials and North Korean citizens who have fled to China.
