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Mister President,
Germany commends the distinguished delegation of Congo for progress made in combatting corruption and strengthening the rights of children by prohibiting corporal punishment in all settings. 
We are worried about reports that, in spite of measures to modernize prison infrastructure and to provide human rights training for prison staff, detainees continue to fall victim to severe human rights violations, including arbitrary detention, lack of due process, prison overcrowding, and denials of visits, torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment. We would like to know what measures Congo has taken to ensure due process for accused and detainees, including oversight by the public prosecutor and legal assistance by a lawyer?
Germany would like to offer the following recommendations to the government of Congo:
1) To submit its human rights reports regularly and within a reasonable time frame, in particular the initial report on the implementation of the Convention against Torture.
2) To review corruption in the healthcare system and implement measures to ensure that all persons have access to adequate healthcare without discrimination.
2) To abolish the death penalty for all offences.
