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Recommendations from Canada

Israel
I would like to welcome the delegation of Israel and their engagement in this peer-review process.

Question

In 2008, Canada recommended that Israel strengthen efforts to ensure equality in the application of the law, to counter discrimination against persons belonging to minorities, to promote their active participation in public life, and to provide public services and infrastructure fairly. In its national report, under the section on minority rights, Israel points to increasing equality between different communities in its diverse population as a national priority and refers to progress in implementing Canada’s recommendation including with respect to public representation and affirmative action programs for the Arab population and other communities.  Could the delegation of Israel please inform us of any further developments towards the achievement of such goals?
Recommendations

Canada recommends that Israel:
1. Increase efforts to ensure non-discrimination, particularly in the areas of access to justice, property rights and housing rights. 

2. Consider additional measures to improve the status of women in all communities with a view to promote equality in law and practice.
3. Take further steps in the area of promotion and protection of the rights of persons with disabilities, to improve accessibility to services, including for persons with disabilities living in disadvantaged areas.

Observations (if time allows):

Canada values Israel’s commitment to democratic principles and believes these principles, as enshrined in Israeli law, should benefit all individuals in Israel. Canada acknowledges Israel’s exemplary laws and practices in the area of non-discrimination based on sexual orientation.
