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Mr. President,

I would like to start by extending a warm welcome to the delegation of Malaysia and to thank them for the presentation of their report. 

Croatia welcomes the legislative improvements undertaken by the Government of Malaysia with a view to ensuring a better protection from domestic violence. We would also like to welcome the ratification of the UN CRPD and the withdrawal of reservations to articles 5(a), 7(b) and 16(2) of the CEDAW.
Croatia believes that the principle of non-discrimination requires that human rights apply equally to every human being regardless of their sexual orientation and that States must ensure that sexual orientation or gender identity may under no circumstances be the basis for criminal penalties, in particular executions, arrests or detention.
We would like to give two recommendations:
1. Ensure that children without parental care due to parental incarceration or execution are provided for, including with support for physical and mental health;
2. Introduce legislation that will decriminalize sexual relations between consenting adults of the same sex.
