German questions and recommendations to

Monaco
German National Statement

Mr President,

Germany welcomes the efforts made by the Principality of Monaco to respond to the recommendations it received during the first cycle of the UPR review, including the modification of its penal code concerning criminal acts with racist motives. We recall with appreciation that Monaco has acceded to and ratified a number of international human rights instruments since the first cycle.

Germany is aware of the fact that Monégasque nationals are a minority in their own country and therefore the Principality of Monaco seeks to support its own nationals in living and working in Monaco. Nevertheless Germany would like to ask:

1) To what extent does Monaco intend to make changes to its immigration policy in order to correct discrepancies between the treatment of native Monegasque and foreign nationals in this regard? 

2) In which way Monaco intends to adapt its regulations concerning the labor market in order to strengthen their compatibility with certain basic principles such as the equality of women and migrant workers?

Germany would like to recommend to Monaco to become a member of the International Labor Organization and the respective conventions.
