Statement by Ambassador to the UNHRC – Zorica Maric-Djordjevic 
Montenegro warmly welcomes H.E. Sidiki Kaba and the delegation of Senegal.

We appreciate your commitment to strengthening institutional framework for protection of human rights, especially through the establishment of National Observatory of Places of Deprivation of Liberty, National Unit to Combat Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children and National Observatory on Gender Parity.
Could you please inform on efforts of the Government of Senegal to fight trafficking in persons, especially cases of forced labour and sexual exploitation, as well as to find effective tools for answer on abuse of vulnerable categories of children, with special regard to use of children for begging? 
We welcome your efforts to combat female genital mutilation. Could you please elaborate on positive aspects of the implementation of law provisions through prosecutions and convictions in that regard?
We would also like to commend the imposed de jure moratorium on death penalty and to ask, in that regard, about obstacles of Senegalese Government to ratify ICCPR-OP-2.
Montenegro recommends Senegal;
1) To ratify Second Optional protocol to ICCPR;
2) To extend a standing invitation to all UN Human Rights Council special procedures.
