We commend Fiji for the progressive Constitution, but understand that it can only be changed or amended by a national referendum. Referendums can be said to be democratic forms of hearing the voices of the people without intermediaries.
However, the effect of this provision of the Constitution is to make amendment very difficult. What is the rationale behind this provision especially as it is alleged by some groups in Fiji, that there was no consultation before the passing of the Constitution?

We recommend greater civic education on electoral and Constitutional rights to ensure that referendums are useful and effective. (Swaziland).
