We express our deep concern regarding the overall situation of human rights in Iran. 

We are gravely concerned at the increasing number of executions. We strongly condemn  the recent execution  of  Ms Reyhane Jabbari. We express our  deepest   condolences  to  her  family,

We are deeply troubled by the continuing practice of imprisoning human rights activists, lawyers, journalist and we urge the Iranian authorities to release all political prisoners, unconditionally. 

The authorities have failed to address violence against women and girls, which remains endemic.

Iran should exercise due diligence to prevent, investigate and punish men who murder their wives or other female relatives on suspicion of so-called ‘honour crimes’.

The women faced discrimination in many areas, including personal status matters related to marriage, divorce, inheritance, and child custody.  

Mr. President, we would like to make following recommendations to Iran:

· to urgently establish a moratorium on the use of death penalty.

· We recommend to the Government to ratify the CEDAW and CAT. 

· We recommend to Iran to make all efforts to guarantee and to protect the rights and freedoms enshrined in the international instruments, the country is a party to.
