Mr. President, 
Denmark thanks the Iranian delegation for its presentation. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We are troubled by continued reports of widespread use of torture, ill-treatment and arbitrary detention of prisoners in Iran. 
Denmark recommends that Iran by law provides unobstructed access to legal counsel throughout all phases of criminal investigation, trial, and appeal; ensure the accused is informed of this right immediately upon arrest; and give defendants and their lawyers unrestricted access to the full case file and all evidence against the accused.
Denmark further recommends that Iran ensures, in accordance with ICCPR articles 5 and 7, freedom from torture while in detention for all, regardless also of sexual orientation.
We continue to be deeply concerned about intimidations, threats and systematic discrimination against minorities, not least the Baha’i community. 
Denmark recommends that Iran take all necessary measures to ensure the protection and non-discrimination of religious minorities, including by immediately ending production of government controlled media programmes spreading misinformation about religious minorities and incites hatred against them.
