· to consider the establishment of an office of the Ombudsman for Children’s Rights, devoted purely to the protection of the rights of children;

· to strengthen the efforts to combat discrimination against children belonging to national minorities, particularly Roma, and reduce the number of children living in poverty;

· to address the lack of special provisions for children in Slovenian Criminal Code and bring its juvenile justice system fully into compliance with international standards.
