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Montenegro welcomes the delegation of Grenada.
We regret that we were not able to study the national UPR report of Grenada.
We welcome the ratification of several human rights treaties, and especially the ratification of the Rome Statute of International Criminal Court between two UPR cycles. We would like to ask if Grenada is undertaking steps to sign and ratify Convention against Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CAT) and its Optional Protocol, as well as to ratify International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance.

We commend the approval of the 2014 National Sexual and Reproductive Health Policy and Strategic Plan. Could the delegation of Grenada elaborate on the progress achieved in implementing it?  
We noted concerns of CRC about the extremely low minimum age of criminal responsibility (7 years) while children between the ages of 16 and 18 were not detained in separate facilities from adults. What activities has the Government of Grenada undertaken to raise the minimum age for criminal responsibility and to ensure that children were held separately from adults in both pretrial detention and after being sentenced?
Montenegro makes following recommendations to the Government of Grenada:

1) to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;

2) to ensure that domestic and sexual violence against women and girls was investigated and that perpetrators were prosecuted.
