Thank you Mr. President,
Namibia welcomes the delegation of Grenada to the 21st Session of the UPR. Namibia commends Grenada on the adoption of legislative measures aimed at eliminating discrimination against women, including the Domestic Violence Act, the National Domestic Violence and Sexual Abuse Protocol and the Child Act.
Namibia recommends: 
1. That Grenada ratifies the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at abolition of the death penalty. 
2. That Grenada takes measures to establish an official moratorium on executions with a view to abolishing the death penalty for all crimes and considers introducing appropriate constitutional to warrant this.  
3. That Grenada considers establishing an independent national human rights institution in accordance with the Paris Principles.
