Mr. President

Finland thanks Kenya for the UPR report and its presentation today. Finland wishes to make the following two recommendations on fight against terrorism and women's rights:

1. Finland recommends Kenya to ensure that human rights and fundamental freedoms enshrined in its Constitution are protected in the fight against terrorism and the national security strategy and actions. Particular attention should be paid to safeguarding the rights and safety of minorities and marginalized groups, as well as human rights defenders, refugees and stateless persons. We also urge Kenya to address root causes of insecurity and radicalization and point out the need for a comprehensive counter radicalization strategy.

2. Finland recommends Kenya to strengthen the efforts to respect and protect women´s rights and gender equality. This includes an effective implementation of an inter-sectorial policy and action plan on reproductive and sexual health and rights and prevention of violence against women.  
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
