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Mr. President,

We welcome the progress made by the Government of Kenya since its last UPR. A particularly positive development is the adoption of the Kenyan Constitution of 2010 with its unprecedented comprehensive Bill of Rights. To tackle a task of this magnitude deserves our greatest regard. 
Despite this very positive development, we are deeply concerned about the increasing number of human rights violations, in particular against asylum seekers and refugees. Reports of unlawful killings by police remain prevalent.

Germany therefore recommends the following:
1. To ensure that all security and counter-terrorism operations strictly comply with human rights standards, the rule of law, as well as with the Constitution of Kenya by for example enacting the Prevention of Torture Bill and ratifying the Optional Protocol to the Convention Against Torture.
2. To ratify the 2nd Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child as well as to sign and ratify the 3rd Optional Protocol to the Convention, to adopt respective amendments to the Children’s Act of 2001 and to fully implement the National Plan of Action on Children 2013-2017.
3. To ensure that laws regulating NGOs are in conformity with the rights to freedom of expression and association by repealing restrictions on NGO access to foreign funding.

Questions in advance:

1. Germany wishes to follow up on its recommendation made in 2010 to establish a comprehensive national policy and guidelines governing adoption in compliance with Convention on the Rights of the Child. What steps has the Government of Kenya taken to implement the National Plan of Action for Children 2013-2017 and generally to ensure that the human rights of children are fully realized?
2. What steps has the Government of Kenya taken to accelerate the process of operationalizing the National Policy and Action Plan for Human Rights?
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
