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Statement by Montenegro
Montenegro welcomes [head of delegation] and the delegation of Kenya.
We welcome the efforts made by the authorities between two UPR cycles in order to strengthen human rights institutional and legislative framework, particularly the adoption of the new Constitution in 2010. While the Constitution provided for freedom of expression, UNCT noted that there was an upsurge in hate speech, religious intolerance, negative ethnicity and stereotyping reported in the media. We would like to ask the delegation of Kenya to elaborate on planned activities to strictly enforce the legislation on hate speech and incitement to hatred, investigate all allegations and prosecute those charged. 
Since child prostitution and the trafficking of children were still prevalent and there were significant numbers of street children who were vulnerable to various forms of violence and lacked appropriate care and protection, could the Government of Kenya elaborate on planned activities to eliminate such phenomenon. 
Montenegro makes following recommendations to the Government of Kenya:

1) to ratify the Optional Protocol to CRC on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography; 
2) to ratify Second Optional protocol to International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
