We commend Kenya for its progressive and rights based Constitution. Efforts to implement the Constitution and to further enhance the effectiveness of the independent institutions provided for therein are of vital importance. 

 

Norway supports Kenya in its efforts to counter terrorism and to ensure safety and security for all Kenyans. We recommend Kenya to ensure that the national security shall be pursued in a broad-based and inclusive manner and in full compliance with the Constitution and international human rights obligations.   

 

Norway views the role of human rights defenders as highly significant in the advancement of human rights. We recommend that Kenya ensure strong public statements recognizing the legitimate and important role of human rights defenders and that all alleged attacks against human rights defenders are promptly and thoroughly investigated and that perpetrators are held accountable.

 

Civil society serves a vital role in Kenya’s social and economic development and in the implementation of Vision 2030. We recommend the Government of Kenya to fully implement the Pubic Benefit Organizations Act (2013) as soon as possible.

 

Norway appreciates the commitment by Kenya expressed in para 94 of the national report to ensure that the extractive industry takes due regard to human rights. We recommend Kenya to develop a national action plan for the implementation of the UN guiding principles on business and human rights.
