Mr President,

Sierra Leone welcomes the distinguished delegation of Kuwait to the UPR and thanks them for their national report which details the efforts undertaken to advance human rights since its last review.
My delegation commends Kuwait on the enactment into national legislation, several of the voluntary pledges made during its first cycle, and for the consistent financial contributions to the OHCHR since 2010.
Sierra Leone also notes the comprehensive national Development Plan and its provisions on women’s empowerment, and Kuwait’s open invitation to Special Procedures.
Recommendations:

1. Ratify the ICPPED and ICRMW.

2. Amend national legislation to ensure that women can pass on nationality to their children in all instances.
3. Raise the minimum age of criminal responsibility from 7 to 18 years.

4. Continue to work towards closing the gender gaps and ensure gender parity in education.
Sierra Leone would also like to encourage Kuwait to ensure freedom of religion and consider a moratorium on the death penalty.

Sierra Leone wishes Kuwait a successful completion of its review.
