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Mr. President,
My delegation warmly welcomes the delegation of the Lao People’s Democratic Republic led by H.E. …………………………………………………………… , and congratulates them for the presentation of a comprehensive national report outlining important steps undertaken by the Government of the Lao PDR for the promotion and protection of human rights in the country.
