Thank you Mr. President,
In its paragraph (148) the national report refers to obligations under international humanitarian law, in this regard; does open borders policy mean to allow mercenaries and extremists to enter Syria, as the Turkish government officially confessed in the case of Hayat Boumeddiene, while the Syrian stolen oil and factories are smuggled outside it? Does temporary protection mean converting camps to train terrorist fighters? Does it mean turning a blind eye to child recruitment and trafficking in human being? Or Anti-terrorism law, despite all its amendments, is used in Turkey, nowadays, only to suppress political opponents?
As these practices threaten Human Rights all over the region, we recommend: 
1. Control its borders, effectively, to prevent the movement of terrorist groups, including those benefiting from transnational organized crime;

2. Genuine and full commitment to treaties and international resolutions combating terrorism, especially UN Security Council resolutions S/RES/2170(2014) and S/RES/2178(2014).
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
