
Universal Periodic Review, Republic of Turkey, 
Intervention by Denmark
Mr. President, 
Denmark thanks Turkey for the presentation. 
Denmark sincerely welcomes the ongoing peace process with the Kurdish part of the population and the positive steps toward a comprehensive solution, including setting up a legal framework. We welcome steps taken to guarantee freedom of worship for non-Muslim religious communities and the return of property belonging to some religious minorities. 
Denmark recommends that Turkey continue to actively prevent discrimination of minorities through enacting comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation, including a prohibition on discrimination on grounds of ethnicity, religion, sexual orientation and gender identity.  
While acknowledging the Constitutional Court’s significant role in upholding fundamental rights
and the rule of law, we take note of reports on increased interference by the executive in the judiciary and on lack of transparency and signs of impunity related to the December 2013 corruption charges and police abuse during the Gezi demonstrations. 

Denmark recommends that all areas of the judiciary be completely independent from the executive.
