Ghana welcomes the distinguished Delegation of Turkey and commends its commitment to the UPR process. 
Ghana applauds Turkey for the progress made towards the implementation of a number of the recommendations accepted during the first cycle review including the ratification of the OP CAT. 
Nonetheless, on the basis of information provided in the relevant documentation concerning the second cycle review of Turkey, Ghana wishes to recommend to Turkey to ratify the following treaties

a) the Rome  Statute of the International Criminal Court 
b) the Convention on the Protection of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families

c. UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education
Ghana would like to know the response of Turkey to concerns expressed by the Committee against Torture which fell due in 2011 regarding failure to investigate reported restrictions on certain fundamental legal safeguards ( see Section II Cooperation with Human rights mechanisms sub paragraph 2 entitled ’Responses to specific follow up requests by Treaty bodies’ page 6 of the Compilation of the OHCHR)
