Slovenia thanks the distinguished delegation of the Federated States of Micronesia (FSM) for their presentation. We welcome a number of positive developments in the country since the previous review, and its continuous work towards improving the human rights issues, including through addressing the recommendations made during the first reporting cycle of the UPR. Slovenia notes with appreciation that its recommendations have been duly taken into consideration.
In keeping with its recommendation to adopt laws against domestic violence and against the sexual abuse of women and children, Slovenia acknowledges the ongoing efforts of the FMS to eliminate discrimination and all forms of violence against women and children, including through the national plan of action to promote gender equality and strategies to address gender based violence. It nonetheless notes with concern that domestic violence continues to be one of the primary human rights issues facing the country, which is inter alia exacerbated by the lack of awareness of women's rights. 

Bearing in mind the above mentioned issues we offer the following recommendations:

· Improve data collection regarding domestic violence and gender-based violence;
· Undertake awareness-raising and education on violence against women;
· Ensure adequate protection/sheltering of women and children in need;
· Develop human rights education and training and include the aspects of women’s and children’s rights in education curricula.
