Sierra Leone warmly welcomes the delegation of Myanmar to this their second UPR in the Human Rights Council.

Sierra Leone is concerned at the reports of the treatment of Rohingas and urges Myanmar to promote religious tolerance of the Muslim minorities.
Recommendations:
1. Take steps to ensure that the National Human Rights Commission be given a mandate in conformity with the Paris Principles.

2. Domesticate CEDAW and give women a visible and inclusive role as envisaged by the treaty.

3. Ratify core human rights treaties such as ICERD, ICESCR, ICCPR OP1 and OP 2, OP-CEDAW and OP-CAT. 
4. Place a moratorium on the death penalty with a view to its abolition.
