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Mr. President,

Brazil welcomes the delegation of Nepal to the second cycle of the Universal Periodic Review.
Brazil takes note with appreciation of the adoption of the 4th National Human Rights Action Plan (2014-2019), which focuses on areas such as education, nutrition, health and labour. We also highlight the implementation of the 13th Five-Year Plan by Nepal, which includes measures aiming at the promotion of a non-discriminatory and inclusive society. We encourage the adoption of policies to eliminate all forms of discrimination, including against Dalits, women, Tharus, Madhesi, indigenous peoples and religious minorities.
We welcome the implementation of a National Strategy and an Action Plan on gender empowerment and the elimination of gender based violence, in line with recommendations made by Brazil in the first cycle. However, discriminatory practices and violence against women remain a concern.
We take note with satisfaction of measures such as the School Feeding Programme, taken to safeguard the right to food of all, particularly the poor and other vulnerable groups, as also recommended by Brazil in the first cycle.
While welcoming the National Plan on the Elimination of Child Labour (2011-2020), we express concern about the high number of children under the minimum age, particularly girls, who are at work. Prevalent early and forced marriage is also an important challenge.
Nepal has made important progress on realizing the human rights of LGBT persons, including Supreme Court decisions concerning citizenship IDs and same sex marriage. However, LGBT people still face marginalization and discrimination and the Supreme Court decisions have yet to be implemented.
Brazil wishes to recommend that Nepal:
1. take measures to enforce legislation prohibiting child labour and to facilitate access to education for all children, particularly the poor and disadvantaged;
2. take measures to implement the Supreme Court`s decision concerning same sex marriage.
