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recommendations to Nepal
German National Statement
Thank you, Mr. President,

Germany would like to thank the Nepalese delegation for the presentation of Nepal’s national report.

Mr. President,

Germany congratulates the 2nd Nepalese Constituent Assembly for the adoption of the new Nepalese Constitution. In addition, Germany thanks all Non-Governmental Organizations and Civil Society Organizations for their extraordinary efforts in Nepal’s peace-building process. Germany encourages Nepal’s path to reconciliation.

Germany offers the following recommendations to Nepal:
· Ratify the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court.
· Provide refugees and their families with identification certificates, making sure that all children of refugees have access to education, and repeal restrictions on refugees' rights to own property, to work, to establish and incorporate businesses and to travel freely. 
· Strictly uphold and respect the international law prohibiting refoulement.

· Ratify the Optional Protocol to the Convention Against Torture. Introduce legislation providing appropriate criminal penalties for acts of torture; establish independent procedures to ensure that all allegations of torture are investigated promptly, thoroughly, impartially and independently; that any officials responsible for torture are held accountable; and that any victims of torture have the right to remedy and reparations. 
· Work actively to abolish legal and factual discrimination based on ethnicity, gender and cast, inter alia by developing effective and independent mechanisms for the implementation of the caste-based Discrimination and Untouchability Act.

1.     What concrete measures does the Government of Nepal envisage to ensure an effective implementation of the existing legal instruments regarding anti-discrimination and social exclusion, e.g. the Caste-based Discrimination and Untouchability (“Crime and Punishment”) Act?

2.  What steps will the Government of Nepal undertake to ensure that also the informal sector is covered by current child and labor legislation? What legal and other measures will be taken to counter the rising trend of human trafficking, in particular trafficking of children, following the devastating earthquakes in Nepal? 

3.  What steps does the Government of Nepal plan to undertake in order to strengthen the institutional set-up and related mechanisms for protecting migrant workers' rights, both pre-departure and at major labor destinations?
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
