The Maldives understands the challenges and constraints faced by Saint Lucia, another
small Island Developing State like the Maldives, in the full promotion and protection
of human rights. However, the Maldives applauds Saint Lucia for making
commendable progress in promoting and protecting basic human rights of its people.
