Mr. President,
Namibia welcomes the delegation of Singapore to this Session of the UPR and commends them on the presentation of their national report. 
The exceptional success story of the Republic of Singapore continues with very impressive world rankings on essential services and achievements and Namibia applauds the Government of Singapore in this regard. We further commend your efforts in improving the lives of your citizens in all stages of their lives, starting with the increase of annual expenditure on education, which now marks 20% of your annual expenditure, your support of low-income Singaporeans through the Workfare Income Supplement scheme, as well as the national plan to help Singaporeans age confidently and lead active lives. 

Namibia would like to recommend:
1. That the Government of Singapore considers ratifying the ICESCR, ICCPR and the 2nd Optional Protocol thereto. 
2. That the Government of Singapore considers taking steps to eliminate all mandatory death penalty sentences, and imposes a moratorium on the application of the death penalty with the view of abolishing it.
