Recommendations by Finland to Singapore
27 January 2016
Mr. President,

Finland wishes to thank Singapore for its national report and the efforts made over the last five years to improve the country's human rights situation.
Finland makes the following two recommendations:
First, 
Finland recommends that Singapore ratifies the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and its Optional Protocols as well as the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and its Optional Protocol.
Second, 
Finland recommends that Singapore re-establishes a moratorium on executions in line with UN General Assembly resolutions and with a view to abolishing the death penalty completely.
We welcome that Singapore has ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and recently signed the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination.
Finland encourages Singapore to repeal legal provisions criminalizing sexual activity between consenting adults and to revoke all censorship guidelines discriminating against LGBTI-persons.
