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Mr. President,

Brazil welcomes the delegation of Lithuania to the second cycle of the UPR.

Brazil wishes to recommend that Lithuania:

a) criminalize marital rape; and

b) enforce anti-discrimination legislation, taking special measures to foster the integration of national and ethnic minorities into society.
Brazil acknowledges the progress Lithuania made in fighting violence against women and addressing domestic violence. We believe that the explicit criminalization of marital rape could further improve the promotion and protection of women’s human rights in the country.

Brazil is concerned with reports of unlawful detention of asylum seekers and irregular migrants and with the overall situation of refugees in the country. We support UNHCR’s recommendation that Lithuania ensures adequate monetary support for refugees and beneficiaries of subsidiary protection, facilitates the process of social integration and eliminates the differences in access to the mainstream social welfare system for beneficiaries of subsidiary protection.

Finally, we commend Lithuania for ratifying OP-CAT and for implementing measures such as the training of police officers on combating hate crimes, the preparation of an amendment to the Criminal Code adding disability and age among prohibited grounds of discrimination and incitement, and the public campaign to raise visibility of transgender people in the country, in line with recommendations made by Brazil in the first UPR.
