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Mr. President,
The Islamic Republic of Iran welcomes the delegation of Lithuania and thanks for the informative National Report.
While noting some commendable steps taken by the Government, we remain concerned by the systematic violations of the rights of minorities, hate speech by politicians, discrimination against Roma children, high rate of violence against women, child abuse and remaining of Lithuania as a country of origin, transit and destination for human trafficking. 

We would like to make the following recommendations to Lithuania:
· To investigate effectively all cases of human trafficking and prosecute those responsible, 

· To provide redress to victims of human trafficking,
· To protect persons, particularly women and children, against violence, exploitation and abuse, 
· To prevent racial, discriminatory or xenophobic crimes and provide effective remedies to the victims. 
Mr. President,
As alarmed by the Human Rights Committee and the Committee against Torture, we are also seriously concerned that the investigations had failed to determine whether Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) detainees had been held in or transited through Lithuanian territory. We recommend Lithuania:

· To complete the investigation on its involvement in CIA rendition and secret detention programmes, within a reasonable time.
