Thank you Mr. President

1. Bangladesh welcomes the Delegation of the Republic of South Sudan and commends presentation of its National Report. We note with appreciation the promulgation of the Transitional Constitution, the enactment of 2012 ‘Peace and Reconciliation Commission Act’ and establishment of ‘Peace and Reconciliation Committee’ to consolidate peace ushered in by the Comprehensive Peace Agreement. We have also noted some progress on the implementation of the 2011 UPR recommendations through legislative measures taken to strengthen institutions relevant for promotion and protection of human rights in the country.
