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Uganda
Mr. President,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Uganda and thanks it for the presentation of the national UPR report.

Portugal welcomes that, since the last UPR, Uganda adopted a law on prevention and prohibition of torture, whose definition of torture complies with the Convention Against Torture. We recommend the implementation of that law in order to ensure an effective system for preventing all forms of torture.
We are concerned that death penalty is still enforceable in Uganda under the Anti-Terrorism (Amendment) Act. We recommend the adoption of a formal moratorium on the death penalty with a view to fully abolishing the capital punishment, both in practice and in law, for all cases and under all circumstances. In this context, we further recommend the ratification of the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR. 
We also recommend the amendment of the Children’s Act in line with the ICRPD, aiming at mainstreaming the rights of children with disabilities across all programmes and provide the necessary resources for their protection. 
Finally, Portugal recommends Uganda to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (OP-ICESCR) and the Option Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (OP-CAT).
