Thank you Mr. Vice-President

1. Bangladesh welcomes the Delegation of Uganda and commends presentation of its National Report and subsequent responses and remarks. We also commend Uganda for its constructive engagement with the UPR process as well as the participatory approach adopted during the drafting of its National Report. We note with appreciation the development of 2014 National Action Plan on Human Rights and recent legislative measures to strengthen institutions for promoting and protecting human rights. 
Mr. Vice-President,
2. Continuation of democratic and socio-economic reforms adopted by the Government of Uganda during the reporting period has borne fruit. Despite significant economic challenges,the Country’s efforts towards providing social services, education, health, ICT, roads and highways and electricity are commendable. Uganda’s commitments towards human rights are also reflected in public awareness campaigns; capacity building programmes; human rights training of law enforcement agencies; and its ‘Category A’ Human Rights Commission. The country is party to a wide range of international human rights instruments. CESCR has acknowledged its achievement of MDG4, improved children enrolment and gender parity in primary school.
3. However, challenges persist that can mainly be attributed to resource constraints. Poverty, Malaria, Tuberculosis, HIV/AIDS, maternal mortality, and food insecurity due to climate change impacts have slowed down Uganda’s progress.We believe Uganda’s efforts need to be complemented by international support and assistance in particular within the framework of Agenda 2030. 
4. We recommend that Uganda:

· Continues to strengthen its national human rights and democratic institutions
· Undertakes efforts as set out in SDGs, especially those related to poverty, education, health, agriculture and nutrition
5. We wish the government of Uganda a successful UPR.
