Statement by Portugal

Venezuela
Mr. President,

Let me start by extending a warm welcome to the delegation of Venezuela and thank for the presentation of its national UPR report.

Portugal welcomes that, since its first UPR, Venezuela has ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) and has accepted visits from the majority of the Council’s Special Procedures. In this context, Portugal would like to recommend that Venezuela extends a Standing Invitation to these Special Procedures.

We further recommend that Venezuela adopts a National Action Plan on Security Council Resolution 1325, on Women, Peace and Security.

Portugal would also like to recommend Venezuela to take all the necessary measures to ensure that journalists are not subject to violence and reprisals for their work. 

Finally, we recommend Venezuela to ratify the Optional Protocols to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR) and to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (CAT).
