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Mr. President,
Turkey welcomes efforts deployed by the authorities of Venezuela in order to improve the human rights situation across the country. In particular, we recognize legal and administrative initiatives in the areas of education, poverty reduction, gender equality, fight against discrimination, healthcare and adequate housing. We request the distinguished delegation to elaborate more on these issues.
Meanwhile, we encourage the Government to adopt an encompassing, human rights-based approach when it comes to the implementation of relevant programmes and policies, including the National Human Rights Plan 2016-2019.
We also welcome Venezuela’s cooperation with the Treaty Bodies. The ratification of the CRPD, as well as the signatures of the ICRMW and the OP-CAT are commendable steps to be followed by effective implementation.

Our recommendations are as follows:
1. Conclude the ratification process of the ICRMW.

2. Finalize the National Plan of Action for Children and Adolescents, and establish a pertinent monitoring mechanism for its implementation.
3. Ensure that the birth registration system be further improved and supported by awareness-raising activities, in order to achieve registration for all.
