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Montenegro warmly welcomes distinguished Delegation of Zimbabwe.

Montenegro welcomes commitment of the Government of Zimbabwe to the promotion and protection of human rights, capacity building of representatives of institutions, and enhancing cooperation with NGOs, community and religious leaders in this field. We commend efforts to provide same opportunities for boys and girls to obtain education, in particular to encourage girls to proceed to upper levels, as well as activities towards promoting all-inclusive school system for persons with disabilities. We emphasize the adoption of the Strategy of Child Protection and Social System, particularly for orphans and vulnerable children, and efforts to ensure the registration of children at birth. 

In regards to the activities to combat violence and discrimination against women, we noted concerns of the CEDAW Committee related to domestic and sexual violence. We would like to ask distinguished Delegation to elaborate on activities undertaken to investigate all such cases, bring perpetrators to justice, and to provide protection and assistance to victims of violence. 

Montenegro makes following recommendations:

1. To ratify the Second Optional Protocol to ICCPR, aimed at the abolition of the death penalty; 

2. To ratify Convention against Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment.
