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Montenegro welcomes the Delegation of Algeria. 
We welcome the latest constitutional changes, including improvements related to participation in political life, and commend the establishment of the National Human Rights Council and the Office of the National Child Protection Ombudsman.
We noted that more progress and reform measures related to the realization of the rights of the child are needed, in particular in the field of juvenile justice system, violence against children and development of inclusive education. Montenegro encourages Algeria to develop a national set of indicators for monitoring and evaluation of the education system in order to enable improvements in line with international quality standards and criteria.
Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR aimed at the abolition of the death penalty

2. to enact legislation to explicitly prohibit corporal punishment of children in all settings.
