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We thank the Delegation of Brazil for the presentation of the national report. 
Montenegro welcomes the adoption of several national plans for improving human rights situation in the country, in particular protection of child rights. Despite banning corporal punishment of children by law, CRC reported about high levels of violence against and abuse of children living in institutions. What activities have been undertaken to ensure full implementation of relevant policies in order to eliminate all forms of violence against children?

According to the UNCT report, LGBTI people continue to be subject of structural discrimination and violence. Does the Government of Brazil plan to enact legislation to prohibit discrimination and incitement to violence on the basis of sexual orientation and gender identity?

Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;

2. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the CRC on communications procedure.
