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Montenegro welcomes the Delegation of Indonesia. 
Montenegro welcomes the efforts undertaken to strengthen normative framework of Indonesia to promote and protect child’s rights. However, we are deeply concerned about many cases of violence against children in detention and at all trial phases, as reported by the Committee on the Rights of the Child. What results have been achieved in implementing National Strategy on Elimination of Violence against Children in this regard?

We regret that Indonesia had resumed executions and that the courts imposed death sentences for drug crimes. What activities have been undertaken to halt executions of people convicted of drug-related offences and retry them in accordance with international standards?
Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to re-establish an official moratorium on the use of the death penalty;

2. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture.
