I thank you Mr. President.

Ghana extends a warm welcome to the delegation of Morocco and thanks them for the presentation of their national report. My delegation notes with appreciation the accession by Morocco of some core human rights treaties since its second cycle review, in particular the OP-CAT, the First Optional Protocol to the ICCPR and the Optional Protocol to the CEDAW.

To further consolidate democracy and respect for rule of law in Morocco, Ghana recommends that Morocco:

· take steps to bring the definition of torture in accordance with the requirements of the UNCAT;

· adopt the proposed amendments to the Criminal Code of Procedures to ensure the respect of guarantees of safeguards in detention; and

· establish an independent, effective and well-resourced National Preventive Mechanism in compliance with OP-CAT requirements.
Ghana wishes Morocco well with the review process.
