Statement by Montenegro

We welcome the distinguished Delegation of Philippines.

We noted the efforts of Philippines towards improving children’s rights. However, we regret that an estimated 1,5 million children between 5 and 14 years were engaged in child labour, while half of them were exposed to various forms of sexual and economic exploitation. What measures have been undertaken to address this phenomenon?

We are deeply concerned at the continued perpetration of extrajudicial killings of suspected drug dealers. Does the Government of Philippines intends to stop all extrajudicial killings and any incitement to such killings, as well as to enable the visit of the Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial, summary and arbitrary executions?
Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to undertake necessary legislative and other measures to prevent children to be engaged in child labour;
2. to ratify International Convention for the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearance.
